The time has come to learn the difference between religious prayer and                 
NEW COVENANT prayer. We are under a NEW COVENANT in the blood of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, which is being shed (present continuous tense) for us (Luke 22:20); 
today, after 2,000 years, we continue to receive and live under the blood of Christ. In 
religious prayer, people ask for what they need, but in NEW COVENANT prayer, 
we, as children of God, lay hold of what God has already given us. Religious prayer 
turns us into spiritual beggars; NEW COVENANT prayer makes us heirs. 

How do we engage in NEW COVENANT prayer? By beholding the glory of the 
Lord, for when we behold the glory of the Lord, we are transformed from glory to  
glory (2 Corinthians 3:18). NEW COVENANT prayer brings about transformation; 
we begin to believe what we did not believe, understand what we did not understand, 
and see what we did not see. NEW COVENANT prayer removes the veil so that we 
may see and reflect the glory of the Lord. 

New Covenant prayer teaches us that: 1– We are blessed; filled with grace, mercy, and 
peace; we reflect the Kingdom of God on earth (Eph. 1:3). 2– We are blessed with  

every good gift and every perfect gift (James 1:17); let us stop begging, we have already been blessed! 3– We have 
been given everything that pertains to life and godliness (2 Pet. 1:3). Let us receive it! 4– We are complete in God. We 
lack nothing; our fullness does not depend on another person or material possessions. We are complete in our Lord 
Jesus Christ! 

When we pray asking for what we already possess (religious prayer), we deny what Christ has already done; we     
declare with our mouths that the blood of Jesus is not enough. In the name of Jesus, today we destroy every religious 
mindset and pray the NEW COVENANT PRAYER: Every spiritual blessing has been given to us; we are heirs 
(Rom. 8:17), we are healed (Isa. 53:5), and we are saved (1 Pet. 2:24)!
