Hello, brother—how are you? Last Sunday, Father’s Day was celebrated in many   
places, and Proverbs 20:7—in various versions—tells us: “Blessed are the children 
who follow their fathers' example.” As fathers, we have the immense privilege of    
being good examples for our children; as children, we have the immense opportunity 
to be blessed when we follow our fathers' example. This week, our young people aged 
10 to 13 are attending an Encounter with God; the experiences will be wonderful, and 
each young person will be filled with God’s divine character. 

You know, brother, God does not think the way we do, nor does He operate within the 
confines of our limitations; His wisdom and His way of doing things surpass and go 
beyond our understanding. Nothing in our lives happens by chance; we were designed 
with eternal intent, formed with purpose, and guided by a perfect process—even 
when we do not comprehend it—so that we might walk in the works of God that were 
already prepared for us. 

Today, we are going to speak about a word of revelation: EPHPHATHA. Let us read 
Proverbs 19:11–23 (NLT). We do not move forward blindly; we advance within a  
perfect and wonderful plan. The voice of Jesus has not ceased to resound across the earth; His words are not merely  
fleeting sounds. Every word Jesus speaks is delivered with authority—saving, healing, and bringing life and            
restoration wherever He finds faith to receive them. Mark 7:31–36 tells us that a man who was deaf and had a speech 
impediment (mute) was brought to Jesus. People begged Him to lay His hands on the man to heal him, but Jesus put 
His fingers into the man’s ears, then spat on His own fingers and touched the man’s tongue. Looking up to heaven, He 
sighed and said, EPHPHATHA which means BE OPENED. Instantly, the man could hear perfectly, his tongue was 
loosed, and he spoke with total clarity. EPHPHATHA—a standing decree given by Jesus for the believer, one that 
nothing can stop: BE OPENED! Let the miracle happen in your life.
